Also in October, Ukraine launched a nationwide vaccination
campaign in response to an outbreak of vaccine-derived polio, which will help protect millions of under-immunised children across
the country. Somalia declared the outbreak of wild poliovirus from 2013 closed with fourteen months since the most recent case,
and an outbreak response review in the Middle East congratulated stakeholders across the region for progress made. And in the
countries where polio continues to circulate, health workers are going further than ever before to reach children with vaccines,
through innovations such as health camps improving access to basic health services.

STOPPING VACCINE-DERIVED POLIO IN UKRAINE

The Ukrainian government
launched a nationwide
vaccination campaign with the
oral polio vaccine (OPV) on 21
October, in response to an
outbreak of vaccine-derived polio
that paralysed two children in
early September. While no
additional cases have been
detected to date, millions of
under-immunised children in the
country remain at risk of polio.

HEALTH CAMPS IN PAKISTAN PROVIDE MORE THAN POLIO VACCINES

Some 10,000 children under age five have received polio vaccines for the first time
thanks to health camps in Pakistan, which currently accounts for the majority of
children paralysed by wild poliovirus this year. In order to deliver vaccines and
protect more children from the
disease, particularly those living
in remote and difficult-to-reach
areas, Pakistan has established
nearly 2,000 health camps across
the country. These mobile camps
provide polio vaccines alongside
other important health services to
underserved communities,
including some that have never
had access to health care. To
date, more than 480,000 people
have benefited from these
