GPEI, the United Kingdom released
£35 million to WHO for activities in
2016/2017.

eThe Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation awarded US$ 22 million,
mainly for staff, as part of its
continued support to UNICEF’s polio
activities.

¢ UNICEF received an annual
instalment of US$ 20 million from the
Carlos Slim Foundation, as part of
the on-going agreement between the
two organizations to further the goals
of the GPEI.

e Australia disbursed 15 million
Australian dollars to the GPEI to
support WHO priority activities in the
endemic regions.

eAs part of the UN Foundation's
Shot@Life campaign, UNICEF
received an additional supplement of
US$ 202 319 for social mobilization
activities in Afghanistan and
US$ 761 347 for Oral Polio Vaccines
supply in the Lake Chad Region.
