Research underway on new polio vaccine

To test a new vaccine — known as the (nOPV) - 30
volunteers lived for one month at a special named
“Poliopolis” at the University of Antwerp. Results from this initial trial were
just released, and further testing is ongoing. Learn more about how, if
further trials are successful, this vaccine could ultimately be used to protect
children from polio without the same risk of vaccine-derived poliovirus in
under-immunized populations. [ ]
